Event Overview
Woden Valley Gymnastics Club (WVGC) is proud to be joining the Australian Team for the 2027 World Gymnaestrada in Lisbon, Portugal, marking our third participation in this extraordinary international event.
The World Gymnaestrada is the world's largest non-competitive gymnastics festival, held every four years and organised by the Fédération Internationale de Gymnastique (FIG). The event celebrates movement, creativity, cultural exchange, and global connection, welcoming participants of all ages and abilities.

WVGC Teams
WVGC will be taking two teams to Lisbon. Current members, former members, and non-members are welcome to express their interest.
Groove and Move Gala Team
(Approximately 50 years and over)
This team has been selected to represent Australia in the prestigious World Gymnaestrada Gala Performance.
The Gala is one of the feature events of the festival and is performed in a major arena before thousands of spectators. Selection is a rare honour and provides participants with a truly world-class performance experience.
Team members will also participate in additional outdoor performances throughout the event.
Travelling as a chaperone for the Open Team? Consider joining the Groove and Move Team and experiencing Gymnaestrada as a performer rather than a spectator.
Open Team
(Ages 5 years and above)
The Open Team welcomes athletes who are enthusiastic about training and performing as part of a large and dynamic team.
Requirements include:
· Ability to follow instructions and work as part of a group 
· Commitment to regular training attendance 
· Positive attitude and willingness to perform 
The Open Team will participate in:
· Three hall performances 
· Outdoor performances 
· The Australian World Team Performance 
Athletes will also have countless opportunities to watch performances from around the world and immerse themselves in the unique Gymnaestrada experience.
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Expression of Interest (EOI)
· A non-transferable Expression of Interest (EOI) payment of AUD $300 is required by 10 June 2026.

· The EOI payment is refundable only until WVGC makes its first payment to Gymnastics Australia, anticipated to occur from mid June 2026.
· A definitive entry deposit of AUD $350 due 25th June 2026 to be debited from your iclass pro registered account.

Open Team: 
Open Team Gymnaestrada Training Schedule
Official Training Period
July 2026 – July 2027
All team members are expected to:
· Prioritise Gymnaestrada training commitments 
· Attend scheduled training sessions regularly 
· Communicate absences in advance where possible 
· Notify coaches prior to training if absent due to illness 

Consistent attendance is essential to ensure routines progress safely and achieve the standard required for an international event.

Eligibility and Compliance
Membership Requirements
Athletes do not need to be current WVGC members to express interest or be selected.
However, all participants must hold a current WVGC membership from the commencement of training through until the conclusion of the event. If you are a member of another club, we can arrange a multi club membership through Gymnastics Australia. 
Passport Requirements
All athletes and chaperones must hold a valid passport with a minimum of six months validity beyond July 2027.
Integrity Requirements: 
All persons over the age of 16years must hold an ACT Government Working With Vulnerable Card or interstate equivalent. 
Team Expectations
Failure to comply with:
· Club policies 
· Training commitments 
· Payment agreements 
· Behavioural expectations 

may result in removal from the team.

Participants not travelling with the WVGC group may commence personal travel following the final dress rehearsal on 26 June 2027.

Chaperoning Information
Athletes Aged 12 Years and Under
Must:
· Have a dedicated adult chaperone (18+) 
· Stay with their chaperone in team accommodation 
· Have all required Working With Vulnerable People (WWVP) clearances completed 

The same chaperone must remain responsible for the athlete throughout the event.

Athletes Aged 13–17 Years
Will be supervised by club-appointed chaperones from the time they enter the Clubs care.
Where family members are attending as supporters, athletes may spend approved time with family outside official commitments, subject to approval from the Team Manager or Lead Chaperone.
Supporters
Family members and friends are welcome to attend the event as supporters.
Supporters are responsible for arranging and funding their own:
· Flights 
· Accommodation 
· Event tickets 
· Travel insurance 
· Etc. 

Team Communication

Parents/guardians and athletes aged 12 years and over will be required to join the team communication group.
Additional communication methods may include:
